Washington Monument:
Its hours of operation are from 9 am to 4:45 pm, seven days a week.  Tickets are required and are distributed either on the Washington Monument grounds at 15th Street and Madison Drive, on a first come first served basis starting at 8 am, or through the National Park Reservation Service available at 1-800-967-2283.  They are also available over the Internet at reservations.nps.gov.  There is a fee of $1.50 a ticket, with a $0.50 service charge per order, for advanced tickets.  All tickets are distributed with a specific time for your tour on the day of distribution only, and one person can obtain up to 6 tickets.

White House Visitors Center:
All tours are significantly enhanced if visitors stop by the White House Visitors Center located at the southeast corner of 15th and E Streets, before or after their tour.  The Center is open seven days a week from 7:30 am until 4:00 pm and features many aspects of the White House, including its architecture, furnishings, first families, social events, and relations with the press and world leaders, as well as a thirty-minute video.  Allow between 20 minutes to one hour to explore the exhibits.  The White House Historical Association also sponsors a sales area.  Please note that restrooms are available, but food service is not.
